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	President Richard Nixon signed Title IX of the Education Amendments of 1972  (20 U.S.C. 1681 et seq.) into law on June 23, 1972. 

"No person in the United States shall, on the basis of sex, be excluded from participation in, be denied the benefits of, or be subjected to discrimination under any education program or activity receiving federal financial assistance."

July 21, 1975 - Title IX regulations became effective!

Title IX regulations became effective as law.  The regulations include provisions re discrimination in athletics.  The regulations gave elementary schools one year and secondary schools and colleges three years to come into compliance. 
March 22, 1988:  Congress passed the Civil Rights Restoration Act over Pres. Ronald Reagan's veto.  
The act became effective 3/22/1988.  It over-rode the Grove City v. Bell decision by expanding the definition of "program or activity that receives Federal financial assistance."    Title IX athletics enforcement again possible.

July 23, 1998 - OCR explained the Title IX requirements

OCR explained the Title IX requirements for the equitable allocation of athletic scholarships in a letter to Bowling Green State University.  The letter indicates that the distribution of athletic scholarships should be substantially proportionate to the allocation of athletic participation opportunities (i.e., if men have 55% of the athletic participation opportunities, then they should have within 1% or one full scholarship of 55% of the total athletic scholarship allocation)

Chuck Booms as Host of Sports Talk
Chuck Booms has recently been sitting in for Art on a number of occasions on Sports Talk.  I usually listen to Sports Talk on my way home from practice and at least twice in the past month have caught Chuck on Sports Talk misstating the facts about Title IX and being disrespectful toward women’s sports and female coaches and athletes.  His comments are sexist and hateful toward girls and women in sports and he degrades anyone who calls in and disagrees with him on the topic as one caller did tonight (Tuesday, April 7).
As members of an organization that empowers girls and women through and in sport I encourage us all to stand up to this type of negativity and disrespect in whatever way we can. Reba and I went in a few weeks ago to speak with Tom Ladd about our concerns and disagreements regarding this type of endorsement by Meyer Communications and Sports Talk.  Clearly stronger methods and messages will have to be sent as their support of Chuck Booms continues.   

Although I have already done two interviews on Sports Talk this season I will no longer comply with their request for future interviews.  I refuse to look the other way while Meyer Communications and Sports Talk condone such a negative view of girl’s and women’s sports.  One of our WIN members recently declined an advertising opportunity with Meyer Communications for her company and made it clear it was in large part because of Chuck Booms and his outspoken negative views toward girl’s and women’s sports.

The following are the words on a Title IX poster we hand out to each coach at the NCAA Women Coaches Academy for them to hang in their locker room:

· When I hear others misstate the facts about Title 9, I pledge to use my voice to clarify and explain the truth.   Count on me.
· With respect and gratitude, for the women who paved the way for my athletic career, I honor their fight for my equality by promising to continue the work that needs to be done.  Count on me.
· When they use blame, anger, and threats to stifle us, my courage will speak the truth about Title 9.  Count on me.
· Because we must unite to utilize our greatest strengths, I commit to be a team player for our common good.  Count on me.
· If we need to act, I will act.  If we need to march, I will march.  If we need resources of time, energy or money, I will give.  Count on me.
· Because I Count…Count on me.
It is time for WIN to use its voice to clarify and explain the truth.  It is time for us to continue the work that needs to be done.  It is time for us to have the courage to speak the truth.  It is time for us to unite and utilize our strengths for the common good.  And it is time for us to act.
